NORFOLK COUNTY COUNCIL has made a Temporary Traffic Order affecting the 1) C398 St Peters Lane from its junction with C397 Stone Lane for a distance of 60 metres eastwards; 2) C397 Stone Lane from its junction with C396 Tunstead Road for a distance of 60 metres northwards; and 3) U19132 Hand Lane from its junction with C396 Tunstead Road for a distance of 60 metres westwards;  in the PARISH OF HOVETON because of carriageway resurfacing works.

Penalty: £1000 maximum fine on conviction and/or endorsement for contravention.
